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An Abundant Treasure:

RES Options for Islands, Tourism and Desalination

Next May 26-28, EREC (European Renewable Energy Council) will organize in 

Crete the international conference on "RES for Islands, Tourism and Desalination" in Crete. This venue will offer a platform to exchange opinions among renewable energy technology experts and energy/islands' policy decision-makers and identify suitable application of RES technologies on islands. The location of the venue was partly influenced by the fact that Crete has been undergoing great achievements in the last years to successfully implement RE and EE projects. 

However, the aim of the event goes well beyond the specificities of a Mediterranean island such as Crete, and therefore also addresses the potentials for islands based in further Seas and Oceans. 

The event will gather a large-audience coming from various backgrounds of expertise and from a variety of origins such as from Cuba, Cape Verde, Australia, Japan or the Marshall Islands in the Pacific. All participants will bring their knowledge in one of the three conference focuses -islands, tourism or desalination. 

Many islands' development of Europe will be presented, too, such as a demonstration project in Croatia of hybrid RES technologies in a hotel resort in Milna, an island on the Adriatic, or different desalination systems using RE, such as a hybrid wind and solar photovoltaic system in Malta.
